By close of business, Wednesday, August 10, 2016, the Applicants shall
provide to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge and Commissioner a brief
of no more than ten pages to explain:

1. Why does the July 7, 2016 notice (filed pursuant to
Ordering Paragraph 5 of the Commission’s June 23, 2016
D.16-06-048), indicate that the purchase transaction “was
consummated on February 23, 2016” - only six days after
the Application was filed, and during pendency of the
proceedings herein? and

2. Why Applicants should or should not be subject to a fine
under Section 2107, for the period of 121 days from
February 23, 2016 to June 23, 2016, for disregarding the
provisions of Section 8547
