BAMx consists of City of Palo Alto Utilities and the City of Santa Clara’s
Silicon Valley Power, who both own and operate their own electric utilities. Each City are
individually authorized to acquire, construct, maintain, and operate facilities for the generation
and transmission of electric power, and BAMx is authorized to enter into contractual
agreements for the benefit of its members. BAMx members will be directly impacted by the

outcome of this proceeding.



II. BAMXx INTEREST IN THIS PROCEEDING

Southern California Edison’s (SCE) application for a Permit to Construct (PTC)
Mesa 500 kV Substation Project will have a direct impact on the BAMx members if it is
granted. The PTC will result in an increase in the transmission access charge that BAMx
members will have to pay, despite the fact that none of the BAMx members are located in —

or near — SCE’s service territory.
