convicted of a felony; (d) been the subject of a
criminal referral by judge or public agency; (e) had a
telecommunications license or operating authority
denied, suspended, revoked, or limited in any

jurisdiction; (f) personally entered into a settlement,
or held one of these positions with a company that
has entered into settlement of criminal or civil claims
involving violations of §§ 17000, et seq., §§ 17200,

regulation, or decisional law relating to fraud,
dishonesty, failure to disclose, or misrepresentations
to consumers or others; or (g) been found to have
