DECISION EXTENDING STATUTORY DEADLINE

Pub. Util. Code § 1701.2(d)[footnoteRef:2] provides that adjudicatory cases must be resolved within 12 months of initiation unless the Commission makes findings why that deadline cannot be met and issues an order extending that deadline.  In this proceeding, the 12-month deadline for resolving this matter is August 2, 2013. [2:   All statutory references are to the Public Utilities Code unless otherwise indicated.] 

Pursuant to § 1701.2(a), a presiding officer’s decision (POD) was filed with the Commission and served upon all parties to the proceeding on May 14, 2013, and it is possible that the Commission may resolve this proceeding within the 12‑month statutory deadline.  Nevertheless, this decision extending the statutory deadline for this proceeding is issued to ensure the Commission has an opportunity to fully consider the POD.
Waiver of Comment Period
Under Rule 14.6(c)(4) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission may reduce or waive the period for public review and comment of proposed decisions extending the deadline for resolving proceedings.  Accordingly, the otherwise applicable period for public review and comment on an extension order issued pursuant to § 1701.2(d) is being waived.

1. This proceeding was initiated on August 2, 2012.
2. The normal 12-month statutory deadline for resolving this adjudicatory proceeding is August 2, 2013.
3. A presiding officer’s decision was filed with the Commission and served upon all parties to the proceeding on May 14, 2013, and it is possible that the Commission may resolve this proceeding by the 12‑month statutory deadline.
4. An additional 60-day extension for resolving this proceeding is required to ensure the Commission has an opportunity to fully consider the POD.

Effective immediately, the 12-month statutory deadline imposed by § 1701.2(d) should be extended for a period of 60 days beyond August 2, 2013.

2. Investigation 12-08-004 remains open.
