This decision dismisses the application of NaMara Development LLC, for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a passenger stage corporation and authority to establish a Zone of Rate Freedom.  
[bookmark: _Toc370798912]Discussion
NaMara Development LLC (Applicant) requests authority, pursuant to Pub. Util. Code § 1031 et seq., to operate as a scheduled Passenger Stage Corporation (PSC), as defined in Pub. Util. Code § 226, between points in Los Angeles and Orange County, on the one hand, and the town of Mammoth Lakes, California, on the other hand; and to establish a Zone of Rate Freedom (ZORF), pursuant to Pub. Util. Code § 454.2.  The Safety and Enforcement Division (SED) mailed a letter to Applicant on three occasions[footnoteRef:2] requesting additional information regarding Applicant’s background and experience and whether the service will operate seasonally or year-round.   Applicant failed to respond by submitting the requested information, even after SED staff left a voicemail message for applicant on November 8, 2012.  The application should therefore be dismissed.   [2:   Letters were mailed September 27, 2011, November 2, 2011, and January 12, 2012. ]
