DECISION DISMISSING APPLICATION

Summary

This decision dismisses the application of Adriana Ofarrill, doing business as Metro Express of California, for a certificate of public convenience and necessity and to provide scheduled passenger stage service.
Discussion

Adriana Ofarrill, dba Metro Express of California (Applicant), filed an application to provide shuttle service over a fixed route between Los Angeles and San Diego. Applicant’s principal place of business is located at 1512 W Washington Blvd, Montebello, California 90640. Applicant is an individual.
The application was noticed on the daily calendar on March 18, 2014. Applicant served a notice of the application to affected cities, counties, and transit authorities.
The Consumer Protection & Enforcement Division (CPED) staff requested applicant to supplement the application with further detail on fares and stop/pickup locations since Mid-2014. The applicant was not responsive to any
of the requests. It has been determined that the Applicant is no longer interested
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in operating as a Passenger Stage Carrier (PSC) and the present application should therefore be dismissed.

1.  Applicant requests authority to operate as a Scheduled Fixed Route Passenger Stage Service between the Counties of Los Angeles and San Diego; and to establish a Zone of Rate Freedom.
2.  Applicant failed to supplement the application with further detail on fares and stop/pickup locations.

Conclusion of Law

The application should be dismissed because applicant failed to provide

required information to approve PSC service.
