ORDER CORRECTING ERROR IN DECISION 12-07-020

Decision (D.) 12-07-020 awarding intervenor compensation to Consumer Federation of California for its substantial contributions to D.11-07-056 contains an inadvertent clerical error.  Pursuant to Resolution A-4661 and Rule 16.5 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, which provide for the correction of obvious typographical errors or omissions in a Commission decision,

IT IS ORDERED that the second sentence in the Ordering Paragraph 2 of D.11-07-056 should read, as follows (correction in bold):

Within 30 days of the effective date of this decision, Pacific Gas and Electric Company, Southern California Edison Company and San Diego Gas & Electric Company shall pay Consumer Federation of California the total award.  Pacific Gas and Electric Company, Southern California Edison Company, and San Diego Gas & Electric Company shall allocate payment responsibility among themselves, based on their California-jurisdictional electric revenues for the 2010 calendar year, reflecting the year in which the proceeding was primarily litigated.  Payment of the award shall include interest at the rate earned on prime, three-month commercial paper as reported in Federal Reserve Statistical Release H.15, beginning December 17, 2011, the 75th day after the filing of Consumer Federation of California’s request, and continuing until full payment is made.

This order is effective today.
