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CPUC REVISESDEADLINESFOR
CASF BROADBAND INFRASTRUCTURE GRANTS

SAN FRANCISCO, May 10, 2012 - The California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) today
established new deadlines for filing project applications for California Advanced Services Fund
(CASF) Broadband Infrastructure grants and loans in order to coordinate the application filing date
and CPUC review with updated mapping data to be published in June 2012.

The deadline for projectsin unserved areas is October 1, 2012. The new deadline for the second
application window for projects in underserved areas not previously funded by CASF, aswell as
hybrid projects covering unserved and underserved areas (not partially funded by CASF)

encompassing a single contiguous group of Census Block Groupsis February 1, 2013.

In June 2012, the CPUC will release revised broadband availability maps reflecting data collected
from California broadband providers as of December 31, 2011. In addition, the CPUC plansto
deploy in May 2012 its mobile broadband verification project to test actual speeds of various mobile
broadband providersin 1,200 locations across the state. The information generated through this
project will be highly useful for prospective CASF applicants, potential challengersto CASF project
applications, CPUC staff reviewing project applications, and other interested stakeholders to confirm
or refute mobile provider data shown on the state’ s broadband availability maps, which currently
show only advertised speeds.

The CASF promotes the deployment of broadband infrastructure in unserved and underserved areas
by providing grants to fund capital costs of eligible broadband infrastructure projects. After its

creation, the program was expanded to include three accounts: 1) Broadband Infrastructure



Grant Account, 2) Rural and Urban Regiona Broadband Consortia Grant Account, and 3)

Broadband Infrastructure Revolving Loan Account.
