Important mainly because of the words in the message.
Dear All,

With regard to the smart meter opt-out information being collected and opt-out planning under development, Center
for Electrosmog Prevention would like to add the following comments:

Whereas: Rf radiation (including that being emitted from smart meters and wireless infrastructure of the smart grid)
has been designated a 2B carcinogen by World Health Organization (May 31, 2011) and subsequently,

governments have been warned to reduce rf exposures, and many thousands of Californians are reporting health
effects, with many tens of thousands of Californians and 47 California municipalities expressing extreme concern
over all of these aspects of the smart grid and smart metering devices, and given the requirement of SB 17 that smart
grid technologies be safe for the public ...

We therefore request a ruling that statewide, no-cost-to-consumer opt-out alternatives be without rf
emissions of any sort, including the analog option (analogs meet this criteria). It is our understanding that in
digital (smart) meters with transmitters-off (aka radio-off), there is still a receiver ON and that rf emissions are
ongoing. These have been informally measured and confirmed. This is one strong reason to have analogs available
and be reserving these in advance, per the UCAN Application 11-03-015 of March 24, 2011. We need these
statewide and to be fully available to every consumer, without regard for financial ability to pay,

without disincentive to stop the rf exposure by charging the consumer a fee.

Transmissions are not the only source of rf radiation, as was discussed during the Opt-Out Workshop of 9/14/11.
The constant "chatter" of smart metering devices to maintain the mesh network is a source of concern. This is, as we
understand it, separate from the transmission of data packets. Receiving data also is another source.

The total exposure should be considered, not just a part. The total exposure should be eliminated, not just a

part. The public welfare should be the primary consideration of the CPUC. SB 17 demands this, with respect to the
smart grid. The stated purpose of the CPUC demands this, "The CPUC serves the public interest

by protecting consumers and ensuring the provision of safe, reliableutility service and infrastructure at
reasonable rates, with a commitment to environmental enhancement and a healthy California economy." People
should also feel safe in their own homes and communities. Now, we do not, due to the wireless infrastructure and
smart metering devices utilizing wireless communications. 4s a Party to UCAN Application 11-03-015, Center for
Electrosmog Prevention (CEP) urgently and respectfully asks for additional rulings to reflect all of the above.
