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ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING
SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

This ruling sets a prehearing conference (PHC) in the above consolidated
matter for Wednesday, March 12, 2008, at 10:30 a.m., in the Junipero Serra State
Office Building, 320 West 4" Street, Suite 500, Los Angeles, CA 90013.

The Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority (Expo Authority) filed
the subject applications requesting authority to construct 38 rail crossings along
the Exposition Boulevard Corridor Light Rail Transit Line, in Los Angeles
County. Interim Decision 07-12-029 in this consolidated proceeding authorized
construction of 36 of the 38 crossings, and further ordered that an evidentiary
hearing (EH) be held with respect to the crossings at Farmdale Avenue and
Harvard Boulevard, the two crossings not authorized in the decision.

The purpose of the PHC is to discuss procedural and other preliminary

issues related to the EH, as listed in the agenda below.

PHC agenda items:

1. Identify parties participating in the EH;
2. Update the service list (see discussion below);
3. Identity the issues in dispute for the purposes of the EH;

4. Determine if any issues can be resolved through workshops,
settlement discussions or mediation;

5. Discuss procedural recommendations of the parties (see
discussion below);

6. Identify the need, location, dates, and related briefing schedule
for the EH; and

7. Discuss any remaining procedural issues.
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Regarding Item 2: Parties are advised that the “Parties” category of the
service list will be limited to one representative per participating party. Other
representatives from each party may be listed in the “Information Only” or
“State Service” categories. Affected parties will be asked to designate a single
representative for this purpose at the PHC.

Regarding Item 5: By letter dated February 13, 2008, Applicant Expo
Authority provided various preliminary procedural recommendations on some
of the above issues to the assigned Administrative Law Judge and the service list
in this proceeding. On February 20, 2008, Protestant Expo Communities United
(ECU) tiled a motion titled “Motion to Reject the Expo Authority’s February 13
Letter and Request for All Expo Authority-Decisionmaker Communication.”
Expo Authority’s letter and ECU’s motion both will be discussed under agenda
Item 5.

Any party may submit comments on any of the seven agenda items listed
above beforehand by filing a PHC Statement, pursuant to Rule 7.2 of the Rules of
Practice and Procedure. PHC Statements are due by March 7, 2008.
