FINAL OPINION CLOSING PROCEEDINGS
In January and February 1999, the four above-captioned proceedings were filed before the California Public Utilities Commission.  Central to them all was the need to address the end of the rate freeze implemented as a part of Assembly Bill (AB) 1890 (Chapter 854, Statutes of 1996), the legislative directive to restructure the retail electric industry in California.  A ruling dated March 21, 1999, consolidated Application (A.) 99-02-029 with A.99-01-016, A.99-01-019 and A.99‑01-034.  By a further ruling dated October 24, 2000, A.00-10-028
 was also consolidated with A.99-01-016 et al.  Later, by Decision (D.) 00-12-067, dated December 21, 2000, A.00-10-028 was instead consolidated with A.00-11-038
 and A.00-11-056,
 and removed from consideration with A.99-01-016 et al.
  

These four proceedings have not been active for some period of time.  On January 8, 2004, in D.04-01-026, the Commission determined that the rate freeze for Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E) and Southern California Edison Company (Edison) ended on January 18, 2001, the date that AB 6X went into effect.  (Mimeo., p. 2.)  Earlier, San Diego Gas & Electric Company’s (SDG&E) rate freeze ended on July 1, 1999.  (See, D.99-05-051, 86 CPUC 2d, 580.) 

By Ruling dated September 13, 2005, parties were asked to comment on whether there is a need for any of these four proceedings to remain open.  On October 4, 2005, SDG&E replied that from its perspective, there is “no need” for the applications to remain open.  Edison filed a similar comment on October 4, 2005 as did PG&E when it filed late on October 5, 2005.  Replies were allowed in the event any party commented affirmatively to continue with one or more of the proceedings, but since no party did so, no replies were filed.  

Assignment of Proceedings
Susan P. Kennedy is the Assigned Commissioner and Douglas M. Long is the assigned Administrative Law Judge in these proceedings.

Waiver of Comment Period
This is an uncontested matter in which the decision grants the relief requested.  Accordingly, pursuant to Pub. Util. Code § 311(g)(2), the otherwise applicable 30-day period for public review and comment is being waived.

Findings of Fact

1. The rate freeze mandated by AB 1890 ended for SDG&E on July 1, 1999, and it ended for Edison and PG&E on January 18, 2001.  

2. No party indicated a need to continue with these proceedings and there are no other pending ratemaking requests or unresolved issues to be decided.  

Conclusion of Law

Absent any ratemaking requests to consider, or any other outstanding issues to resolve, it is reasonable to close A.99-01-016, A.99-01-019, A.99‑01-034, and A.99-02-029.

FINAL ORDER

IT IS ORDERED that the consolidated Applications (A.) 99-01-016, A.99‑01-019, A.99-01-034, and A.99-02-029 are closed.

This order is effective today.
