ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING 

TEMPORARILY RESCHEDULING HEARINGS 

TO AUGUST 22-25, 2000

On July 5, 2000, the Consumer Services Division (CSD) formally informed me that it had reached a settlement in principle with respondent, and requested that the hearings in the matter, currently scheduled to commence on July 10, 2000, in Los Angeles, California, be temporarily removed from the Commission’s calendar in order to afford parties time to draft a settlement agreement and accompanying motion. I also suspended the dates currently scheduled for filing opening and reply briefs pending further developments.

The memo from CSD indicates that CSD has reached an agreement with respondent’s counsel Shep Zebberman.  Mr. Zebberman is on the service list in the information only category.
