OPINION

1. Summary

This decision corrects an error in Decision (D.) 00-11-002.

2. Background

There is a discrepancy in the hourly rate awarded to Michael Florio, an attorney for The Utility Reform Network (TURN) in D.00-11-002.  In that decision, the Commission set an hourly rate of $315 for Florio for work performed in 1999-2000.  The rate should have been set at $310 per hour, as it was a month earlier in D.00-10-020.  Our order today modifies D.00-11-002 to correct the error.  Notice of this proposed change was mailed to parties on December 8, 2000, with an invitation to comment.  No comments have been filed.

Finding of Fact

The hourly rate set for Florio in D.00-11-002 should have been $310 instead of $315.

Conclusion of Law

D.00-11-002 should be modified to correct the error in rate set for Florio.

ORDER

IT IS ORDERED that:

1. The text at page 7 of Decision (D.) 00-11-002 beginning with “TURN seeks” and ending with “and activities” is deleted and is replaced with the following:

“TURN seeks an hourly rate of $300 for 1998-1999 and $315 for 1999-2000 for Florio, its senior attorney.  We recently addressed TURN's request to increase Florio's hourly rate in D.00-10-020.  We follow D.00-10-020 and award Florio $310 per hour for work performed 1999-2000.  Except as otherwise noted, the hours and rates claimed by TURN are reasonable.  TURN also appropriately breaks down time spent on various issues and activities.”

2. In Ordering Paragraph 1 of D.00-11-002, the amount of the award authorized for TURN is changed from $93,751.26 to $93,463.76.

This order is effective today.
