ORDER EXTENDING STATUTORY DEADLINE

Summary

This decision extends the statutory deadline for resolution of this matter until February 23, 2012.  The parties have informed the Administrative Law Judge that settlement negotiations are ongoing and additional time is required.  Since all settlements are subject to Commission review, it is unlikely that this proceeding will be resolved by the statutory deadline of February 23, 2011.

Background

On February 23, 2010, i2c, Inc., a California corporation filed 
Case 10-02-018 claiming that defendant AT&T Communications of California, Inc. is illegally setting its rates in violation of General Order 168.  Pub. Util. Code § 1701.2(d) provides that adjudicatory cases shall be resolved within 12 months of initiation unless the Commission makes findings why that deadline cannot be met and issues an order extending the deadline.

An Administrative Law Judge’s (ALJ’s) Ruling setting a prehearing conference (PHC) was issued on April 13, 2010.  Prior to the date of the PHC, parties contacted the ALJ via teleconference and requested that no PHC take place as parties had already entered into settlement negotiations.  The ALJ advised the parties that a PHC was necessary in order to prepare a scoping memo and set a schedule for the proceeding.  Parties were further informed that because the case was adjudicatory, the statutory deadline for resolution was 
12 months.

Parties insisted that no PHC or scoping memo was necessary, and agreed to assume responsibility for any extensions of the statutory deadline required.  As of this writing, no settlement agreement has been received by the ALJ and a status report from the parties indicates that settlement negotiations and alternative dispute resolution are ongoing.

Therefore, we will extend the statutory deadline to February 23, 2012.

Waiver of Comment Period

Under Rule 14.6(c)(4) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission may reduce or waive the period for public review and comment on proposed decisions extending the deadline for resolving adjudicatory proceedings.  Accordingly, pursuant to this rule, the otherwise applicable period § 1701.2(d) statutory deadline for public review and comment is waived.

Assignment of Proceeding

Nancy E. Ryan is the assigned Commissioner and Linda A. Rochester is the assigned ALJ and presiding officer in this proceeding.

Findings of Fact

1. This complaint was filed on February 23, 2010, and has been preliminarily categorized as adjudicatory.

2. The parties requested that no PHC or scoping memo be issued in this proceeding as settlement negotiations are ongoing.

3. The parties state that additional time is needed to resolve the issues.

4. Parties are aware of the statutory deadline and the need for an extension of the deadline.

5. The necessary Commission review of a settlement in this proceeding cannot be completed and a decision issued before the statutory deadline of February 23, 2011.

Conclusion of Law

The 12-month deadline imposed by Pub. Util. Code § 1701.2(d) should be extended until February 23, 2012.

IT IS ORDERED that the 12-month statutory deadline in this proceeding is extended until February 23, 2012.
