ORDER EXTENDING STATUTORY DEADLINE FOR RESOLVING RULEMAKING

The purpose of this proceeding is to consider and adopt measures to reduce the fire hazards associated with overhead power‑line facilities and communications lines located in close proximity to overhead power lines.  Pub. Util. Code § 1701.5(a) requires quasi-legislative proceedings such as this one to be resolved no later than 18 months after the scoping memo is issued unless the scoping memo sets a later date.  Pub. Util. Code § 1701.5(a) also authorizes the Commission to issue an order extending the deadline by 60 days.  Any such order must include a written determination that the deadline cannot be met.
This proceeding was initiated on November 6, 2008, with the issuance of Order Instituting Rulemaking 08-11-005.  The scoping memo issued on January 6, 2009, divided this proceeding into two phases.  Phase 1 was completed on August 20, 2009, with the issuance of Decision 09-08-029.
The scoping memo for Phase 2 was issued on November 5, 2009.  As permitted by Pub. Util. Code § 1701.5(b), the Phase 2 scoping memo set a new 18‑month deadline for resolving Phase 2 issues.  The issues in Phase 2 are much more numerous and complex than the issues considered in Phase 1.  Since the issuance of the Phase 2 scoping memo, there have been workshops, a workshop report, and briefs and reply briefs.  The proposed decision is currently in an advanced state of preparation and should be issued soon.
In D.11-05-006, the Commission extended the 18-month deadline by 60 days to July 5, 2011, pursuant to § 1701.5(a).  Another 60-day extension is needed in light of the current status of this proceeding.  The new deadline shall be September 6, 2011, consistent with § 1701.5(a) and Rule 1.15 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

Waiver of Comment Period

Under Rule 14.6(c)(4) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission may reduce or waive the period for public review and comment of proposed decisions extending the deadline for resolving quasi‑legislative proceedings.  Therefore, as allowed by Rule 14.6(c)(4), the otherwise applicable period for public review and comment is waived.

Assignment of Proceeding

Timothy A. Simon is the assigned Commissioner and Timothy Kenney is the assigned Administrative Law Judge for this proceeding.

Findings of Fact

1. The 18-month deadline for Phase 2 of this proceeding, as extended by D.11-05-006, is July 5, 2011.

2. Due to the number and complexity of issues in Phase 2, a proposed decision will not be ready in time for the Commission to issue a final decision before the expiration of the 18‑month deadline, as extended by D.11-05-006. 
Conclusions of Law

1. The statutory deadline of July 5, 2011, should be extended by 60 days pursuant to Pub. Util. Code § 1701.5(a).  The new deadline is September 6, 2011.
2. The comment period should be waived in accordance with Rule 14.6(c)(4).
IT IS ORDERED that the deadline for resolving issues in Phase 2 of this quasi‑legislative proceeding is extended to September 6, 2011.

This order is effective today.

�	Rule 1.15 provides that if a statutory deadline falls on a weekend or holiday, the deadline is extended to the first day thereafter.  The 60th day following July 5, 2011, is Saturday, September 3, 2011, and the Labor Day holiday is on Monday, September 5, 2011.  Therefore, pursuant to Rule 1.15, the 60�day extension expires on Tuesday, September 6, 2011.
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
