ORDER EXTENDING STATUTORY DEADLINE

Public Utilities Code § 1701.2(d) provides that adjudicatory matters, such as these consolidated complaint cases, shall be resolved within 12 months after they are initiated, unless the Commission makes findings why the 12-month deadline cannot be met and issues an order extending the 12-month deadline.  This consolidated matter has been categorized as adjudicatory, and the 12-month deadline for resolving this proceeding is February 15, 2012.  

This matter has been delayed due to significant staffing constraints and the press of other urgent business.  Since the last extension order was issued it has been reassigned due to the retirement of one assigned administrative law judge (ALJ) and a long-term absence of another.  Although significant progress has been made in drafting a Presiding Officer’s Decision (POD), it is unlikely that the POD can be issued until sometime in the first quarter of 2012.  Accordingly, we have concluded that the deadline for resolving these consolidated proceedings should be extended for another 6 months, until August 15, 2012.

Waiver of Comments on Proposed Decision

Under Rule 14.6(c)(4) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, the Commission may reduce or waive the period for public review and comment of proposed decisions extending the deadline for resolving adjudicatory proceedings.  Accordingly, the otherwise applicable period for public review is being waived.

Assignment of Proceeding

Mark J. Ferron is the assigned Commissioner and Jacqueline A. Reed is the assigned ALJ in this proceeding.

Findings of Fact

1. The complaint in C.08-02-013 was filed on February 15, 2008.

2. On June 30, 2009, Verizon also filed the complaint in C.09-06-025.  This complaint constitutes a counterclaim to O1’s complaint in C.08-02-013. 

3. The 12-month deadline for resolving these consolidated complaint cases is February 15, 2012. 

4. An extension of time until August 15, 2012 should give the assigned ALJ adequate time to complete the POD and for the Commission to have a final decision in these consolidated cases.

Conclusions of Law

1. The 12-month statutory deadline imposed by Public Utilities Code Section 1701.2(d) should be extended until August 15, 2012. 

2. This matter should be effective immediately.

IT IS ORDERED that the 12-month statutory deadline in these consolidated proceedings is extended until August 15, 2012.
