	Resolution T-17219.  Communications Division.  Request for modification of D 00-07-052, eliminating certain communications service provider reporting requirements.

Summary

This resolution eliminates the requirement of notifying the Communications Division (CD) of NXX codes or prefixes which have not been activated within six months and of submitting a copy of the service provider semi-annual number resource utilization and forecast to the California Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  Service providers currently are required to notify CD of codes that have not been activated.  In addition, service providers submit the semi-annual report to the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) and provide a copy to the Commission.  This resolution eliminates the requirement of providing copies of these reports to the Commission and of notifying CD of codes which have not been activated within six months.

Background

D.00-07-052, voted on July 20, 2000 as part of Rulemaking 95-04-043 and Investigation 95-04-044, imposed certain reporting requirements on communications service providers as part of an overall statewide numbering policy.  

In 1999 the Commission petitioned the FCC for additional interim authority to engage in number conservation activities. On September 15, 1999, the FCC issued an order granting the Commission additional interim authority to impose number conservation measures.  The order enumerated six activities, including the ability to require carriers to submit number utilization data.  D.00-07-952 included the number conservation measures in the FCC order including a requirement of providing the Commission’s Communications Division (then Telecommunications Division or TD) copies of  FCC-mandated utilization reports and of notifying CD of codes which have not been activated within six months.

D.00-07-052, p. 10, second paragraph states:


 . . . we shall direct carriers in every NPA on a statewide basis to submit a report within 30-days to the Director of the Commission’s Telecommunications Division (TD) indentifying NXX codes that have not been activated within the six-month time frame specified by the FCC.  An updated report shall be submitted monthly.  In the report, carriers may explain the circumstances causing the delay in activating the NXX codes, and shall indicate when each NXX code is expected to be activated.  The Commission shall consider when each carrier’s circumstances and determine whether to direct the NANPA to reclaim NXX codes that have not been activated within six months.

This report, which is not routinely submitted by every code holder, is not acted upon by CD.  CD instead relies on reports provided both by the North American Numbering Plan Administrator (NANPA) and by the Pooling Administrator.

Neustar as the contracted NANPA automatically provides CD with a monthly Reclamation List on codes that have not been activated.  CD works with service providers listed to either have the codes returned or furnish information regarding when or if activation has taken place.  In addition, with the advent of pooling, much of the numbering activity concerns blocks not codes.  CD also examines blocks which have not been activated on a monthly basis.  This examination is not prompted, however, by the carrier’s report, it is prompted by the pooling administrator’s monthly Overdue Part 4 report.  This report is also issued automatically by the pooling administration and CD contacts each carrier holding codes listed and either secures evidence of activation or grants extensions.

D.00-07-052, ordering paragraph 9 states:


9.  The NRO Order adopts utilization reporting requirements for all carriers, with the first report to be filed with the NANPA no later than August 1, 2000.  Once such federal reporting requirements for utilization data are implemented, carriers shall provide copies to the TD staff of those utilization reports on a statewide basis.

Since that time, service providers have been reporting semi annually on the status of the numbering resource held.  The June 30 report is due August 1 and the December 31 report is due on February 1.  CD has been in receipt twice yearly of copies of the utilization reports.  This proprietary data is vital to CD’s ability to encourage carriers to make the most efficient use possible of their numbering resources.  

In the past few years, instead of relying on the copies provided by the service providers, CD has been downloading utilization data directly from the NANPA website.  Programming improvements has allowed CD to access the data by area code, by service provider, by date or a combination of these three data elements.  The information provided by the service providers is not as user friendly as the information from the website.  

In addition, the information on the website may be updated more than once throughout the cycle and the copies provided to the CD may not be the most updated version of the service provider report. The data on the NANPA website is always the most recent.

The service provider reports and copies have not been utilized by CD for several years.  Because of this, CD believes that the service providers should be relieved of providing reports of inactivated codes and the copies of the reports specified in operating paragraph 9.

Notice/Protests

A notice of availability of this draft resolution was emailed or mailed to the parties in accordance with Pub. Util. Code 311(g)(1) and Rule 77.7 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  No comments were filed.

Discussion

The Communications Division concludes that the proposed revision to D00-07-052 do not interfere with the Divisions ability to monitor number utilization requirements and recommends that the Commission approve this resolution.  Commission approval is based on CD’s recommendation regarding this specific requirement, and does not establish a precedent for Commission approval of similar requests.  

Findings

1. In D00-07-052, The California Public Utility Commission included a requirement that communication service providers send reports of inactivated codes to the Communications Division.

2. In D. 00-07-052, the California Public Utility Commission included a requirement that communications service providers send copies of  FCC required semi-annual utilization reports to Communications Division staff.

3. Number conservation is effectively monitored through reports issued by the Pooling Administration and by the North American Numbering Plan Administrator.

4. Improvements to the North American Numbering Plan website have eliminated the necessity for service providers to send copies of semi-annual utilization and to the Communications Division.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:

Communications service providers are no longer required to report on unused codes or submit copies of FCC required semi-annual number resource utilization reports to Commission staff as ordered in D.00-07-052.

This Resolution is effective today.
