RESOLUTION T-16441. DOBSON CELLULAR OF IMPERIAL, INC.  

(U-3047-C).  REQUEST FOR VOLUNTARY REVOCATION OF WIRELESS IDENTIFICATION NUMBER.

SUMMARY

Dobson Cellular of California, Inc. and Dobson Cellular of Imperial, Inc. merged into Dobson Cellular Systems, Inc.  This resolution revokes the Wireless Identification Number (WIN) held by Dobson Cellular of Imperial, Inc., as requested by the company.

BACKGROUND

Dobson Cellular of Imperial, Inc. filed for authority to operate as a wireless carrier in its application for wireless registration.  Dobson Cellular of Imperial, Inc. met the filing requirements for Wireless Registration Identification in Decision 94-10-031 as modified by Decision 94-12-042.  Dobson Cellular of Imperial, Inc. was granted authority to provide wireless service in California on February 27, 1995.

Effective January 18, 2000, Dobson Cellular of California, Inc. and Dobson Cellular of Imperial, Inc. were merged into Dobson Cellular Systems, Inc.  The two companies are now conducting business under the name of Dobson Cellular Systems, Inc. 

DISCUSSION

Dobson Cellular of Imperial, Inc. sent a letter to the Commission dated June 21, 2000, in which it requested that its CPCN be revoked.  There is no reason to deny this request since there are numerous competitors in the wireless market.

Telecommunications Division recommends that the request for revocation be granted and that the company’s Utility Identification Number be cancelled.  TD’s Public Programs Branch has determined that the company’s surcharge accounts have no unremitted balances. 

This is an uncontested matter in which this Resolution grants the relief requested.  Accordingly, pursuant to PU Code 311 (g)(2), the 30-day period for public review and comment is being waived.

FINDINGS

1. Dobson Cellular of Imperial, Inc. obtained its Wireless Identification Number through its application for wireless registration.

2. The company requested that its WIN be revoked in a letter to the Commission dated June 21, 2000.

3. The company’s WIN should be revoked and its Utility Identification Number should be cancelled.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that:
1. The Wireless Identification Number granted to Dobson Cellular of Imperial, Inc. is revoked.


2. The company’s Wireless Identification Number, U-3047-C, is cancelled and will not be reissued.


This Resolution is effective today.
