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RESOLUTION

Resolution O-0037.  Approves SFPP, L.P.’s request to cancel two pipelines that are no longer being used, and to consolidate four old tariffs into three new tariffs.  Approved.

Summary

This Resolution O-0037 approves SFPP, L.P.’s (SFPP) request to cancel its old Tariff Sheets: Cal. PUC Tariff Nos. 80, 86, 87, and 89 and replace them with new Tariff Sheets: Cal PUC Tariff Nos. 90, 91, and 92. 

Cal PUC Tariff No. 90 provides a new “Rules and Regulations” tariff replacing the rules and regulations currently found in Cal PUC Tariff Nos. 80, 86, 87, and 89. 

Cal PUC Tariff No. 91 presents a new “Rates” tariff replacing Cal PUC Tariff Nos. 86, 87, and 89.  Although the rates remain unchanged, there are two pipelines which the SFPP requests Commission approval to cancel: 1) the Niland pipeline from Watson, East Hynes or Norwalk, CA and 2) the Seguro to Bakersfield, CA pipeline for Union Pacific Railroad movements. 

Cal PUC Tariff No. 92 provides a new “Rates” tariff replacing Cal PUC Tariff Nos. 80 and 89.  Although the rates remain unchanged and there are no pipelines requested for cancellation, the tariff has an addition and specifies clarifications to movements to various pipelines.  This tariff specifies SFPP’s policy on gathering facilities for those movements and identifies inclusions to two lines:  

1) The Martinez to Richmond Tariff to include Benicia,  2) The Sacramento 

destination to include West Sacramento and Bradshaw Road distribution facilities. 

No protests were filed in this matter. 

This resolution approves AL No. 0012-O. 

Background

On May 18, 2000 SFPP filed Advice Letter No. 0012-O to accomplish two things: 

· To consolidate the Rules and Regulations contained in four separate Tariffs into one concise document, and 

· To eliminate obsolete language, items, and destinations in the Tariffs and to update those items and destinations which are appropriate in light of current regulatory and shipper requirements. 

The purpose of the new SFPP Cal PUC No. 90 Rules and Regulations was to change some definitions and add new definitions where necessary.  The result presents a more thorough list of items to fit the current shipper requirements. 

Consolidating the “Rates” that were on Cal PUC Tariff Nos. 86, 87, and 89 into 

Cal PUC Tariff No. 91 did not change any rate, but presented an opportunity for canceling two unused pipeline tariffs.  SFPP is requesting Commission approval to cancel two unused pipelines at the following locations: 

a) The pipeline from Watson, West Hynes or Norwalk, CA to Niland, CA.

b) The pipeline from Seguro to Bakersfield, CA for railroad movements. 

The Niland line, identified in (a) above, has not been used for at least ten years, stated by the company, and there are no facilities at Niland for commercial receipt of pipeline volumes. 

The Seguro to Bakersfield, line (b) above, was used for carrying diesel fuel in servicing locomotives at Union Pacific Railroad’s (UPRR) yard at Bakersfield.  SFPP stated that due to a costly relocation required by the railroad and other maintenance considerations, SFPP and UPRR reached a mutual conclusion to terminate pipeline service.  SFPP described the line as slightly over four miles of 4-inch diameter pipe, which has been pulled up in places.  The company plans to abandon the balance of the line by using the appropriate abandonment methods, and it does not plan to sell the line. 

Cal PUC Tariff No. 91, besides canceling two lines as described above, outlines minimum tender and delivery requirements for movements.  Also this tariff shows minimum deliveries to Ontario International Airport increasing to 5,000 barrels.  As well, this tariff shows the minimum batch size from the Colton Transmix Facilities increasing to 5,000 barrels. 

Cal PUC Tariff No. 92 provides clarifications to some pipelines and specifies movements and restrictions to some other pipelines.  In summary, this new tariff does the following:  1) Adds a new military jet fuel tariff for the line from Richmond or Concord to Erle Junction,  2) Restricts the Richmond to Concord tariff to only military jet fuel,                3) Specifies that movements beyond Richmond, tendered upstream of Richmond, must be at least 5,000 barrels,  4) Specifies SFPP policy on gathering facilities for those movements,  5) Clarifies the Martinez to Richmond Tariff to include Benicia, and  6) Clarifies the Sacramento destination to include West Sacramento and Bradshaw Road distribution facilities.  

Notice 

Notice of SFPP’s AL 0012-O was first listed on the Commission’s Daily Calendar of May 19, 2000, and served on all SFPP’s shippers of record. 

SFPP mailed and distributed this Advice Letter filing in accordance with Section III-G of General Order 96-A. 

Protests

No protest has been filed on this advice letter.  

Discussion

Energy Division has reviewed this advice letter and finds it reasonable.  

Tariff No. 91 is reasonable because the two lines the company requests to withdraw from service are pipes that are not used.  

Tariff No. 92 is reasonable because the modifications of service will not have an adverse impact on SFPP’s shippers or customers. 

The Energy Division recommends that Advice Letter No. 0012-O be approved. 

COMMENTS

This is an uncontested matter in which the resolution grants the relief requested.  Accordingly, pursuant to Public Utilities Code Section 31(g)(2), the otherwise applicable 30-day period for public review and comment is being waived. 

Findings

1. SFPP filed AL No. 0012-O on May 18, 2000 requesting authority to remove from common carrier service its Niland pipeline from Watson, East Hynes or Norwalk, CA, and to cancel its related rate.  

2. SFPP also requested, in its AL No. 0012-O filing, authority to remove from common carrier service its Seguro to Bakersfield pipeline for railroad movements, and to cancel its related rate. 

3. Tariff No. 92 includes Benicia on the Martinez to Richmond line, and the Sacramento destination line includies West Sacramento and Bradshaw Road distribution facilities. 

4.  The advice letter filing is reasonable and should be approved.

Therefore it is ordered that:

1. SFPP, L.P. Advice Letter No. 0012-O is approved. 

2. This Resolution is effective today.
