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RESOLUTION

(RES. W-4510), LEWISTON VALLEY WATER COMPANY, INC. (LVW).  ORDER AUTHORIZING AN INCREASE IN GENERAL RATES FOR WATER OPERATIONS PRODUCING AN INCREASE IN ANNUAL REVENUES OF $6,541 OR 25.8% AND AN INCREASE IN GENERAL RATES FOR SEWER OPERATIONS PRODUCING AN INCREASE IN ANNUAL REVENUES OF $9,914 OR 101.7% FOR TEST YEAR 2004.


Summary

By Draft Advice Letter accepted on February 23, 2004, LVW seeks an increase in rates for water service (LVW-Water) to recover increased operating expenses and to provide an adequate rate of return on its capital investment.  In the same letter, LVW also seeks an increase in rates for sewer service (LVW-Sewer) to recover increases in State Water Resource Control Board (SWRCB) fees, increased operating expenses, and to provide an adequate rate of return on its capital investment.  This resolution grants a general rate increase in gross annual revenues of $6,541 or 25.8% for water operations and a general rate increase in gross annual revenues of $9,914 or 101.7% for sewer operations for Test Year 2004.  These increases will produce a 12.90% return on rate base in the test year.  

This resolution adds new facilities fees, orders that metered service become mandatory, and that monthly rates be established for private fire service connections as requested by LVW in the Draft Advice Letter.  It also authorizes LVW to add a late fee (Schedule LC, Late Payment Charge), and to update tariff rules 7 (Deposits), 9 (Rendering and Payment of Bills), 10 (Disputed Bills), and 11 (Discontinuance and Restoration of Service) to the current standard versions.

Background

LVW-Water is a Class D utility and serves approximately 11 metered and 28 flat rate customers.  LVW-Sewer is a Class D utility and serves approximately 34 flat rate customers.  Both utilities serve the same area in and near Lewiston, Trinity County.  LVW requested authority under Section VI of General Order 96-A and Section 454 of the Public Utilities Code to increase rates for water service to produce additional 

revenues of $ 11,019 or 43.0% in 2004 and to increase rates for sewer service to produce additional revenues of $20,529 or 208% in 2004.

LVW-Water’s present rates became effective on December 21, 1994, with a general rate increase of $ 9,686 or 87.85%, pursuant to Res.W-3895.  LVW-Sewer’s last general rate increase became effective on December 21, 1994, pursuant to Res. W-3897.  LVW-Sewer was granted an interim cash flow increase subject to refund of $12,100 or 122% on April 22, 2004, pursuant to Res.W-4466.  

LVW acquired water and sewer operations per Decision (D.) 93-10-066 on 

October 20, 1993.  At that time all the investors were, “with one exception, persons who own real property in the area” who would profit from improvements to both systems through increases in the value of their real estate holdings.  D.93-10-066 and the attached Stipulated Agreement require that all stockholders requesting new service shall invest $2,500 per single-family equivalent water hook-up and $1,250 per single-family equivalent sewer hook-up.  These funds were designated for capital improvements of the water and sewer system in order to expedite system improvements.  LVW seeks to replace this requirement with a facilities fee applicable to all new service.  

DisCUSSion

The Water Division (Division) made an independent analysis of LVW's summary of earnings and issued its report in September 2004.  Appendix A shows LVW's and the Division’s estimates of the summary of earnings for water operations at present, requested, and recommended rates.  Appendix B shows the analogous information for sewer operations.
LVW was informed of the Division’s differing views of operating revenues and expenses and accepted the Division’s estimates as shown in Appendices A and B.

The Division based its recommendation for both water and sewer operations on a 12.90% return on rate base, which is the midpoint of the range recommended by the Division’s Audit and Compliance Branch for Class D water and sewer utilities for 2004.  The operating ratio method as authorized by D.92-03-093 would result in a much lower return for water operations since LVW has substantial rate base.  There is no Commission order requiring the use of the operating ratio method for sewer utilities. 
LVW-Water’s current rate structure consists of Schedule No. 1, Metered Service; Schedule No. 1TP, Metered Trailer Park Service; and Schedule No. 2R, Residential Flat Rate Service.  LVW asked that a 5/8 X 3/4-inch meter rate be added to Schedule No. 1, since there is now one customer receiving service through a 5/8 X 3/4-inch meter and being billed at the 3/4-inch meter rate.  Division’s recommendation is based on increasing the revenues received from sales to customers using each of the current schedules by 25.8% (the overall percentage increase).  To achieve this for Schedule No. 1, it was necessary to raise the service charge for meters ¾-inch and larger by 27.4% to compensate for the new 5/8 x ¾-inch rate.  

LVW-Water requested to eliminate the Residential Flat Rate Service as a fairness issue.  The Division agrees and recommends a deadline of March 31, 2005, for the elimination of flat rates as shown in Appendix C, Page 3.  The Division believes that there is insufficient data to base new rates on an estimate of future metered sales and has based its recommendation on the current customer mix and rate structure.  Therefore, the Division recommends that LVW be required to report the annual quantity of water sold to each customer class as part of their annual report to allow staff to determine if they are experiencing a windfall.

Division analyzed the resultant rate structure and found that the new rates fall within the guideline of recovery of up to 100% of fixed costs through the service charge, set forth in D.92-03-093 for Class D utilities.  A comparison of customer bills at present and recommended rates is in Appendix E.   The adopted quantities are shown in Appendix G.

The Division’s recommendation for LVW-Sewer’s rate increase is $2,186 less than the interim increase granted, subject to refund, by Res. W-4466.  This is partially due to a decrease in fees passed by the SWRCB since LVW-Sewer filed for new rates.  There were also substantial expenses recorded as contract work and professional services which Division views as investment in plant. The Division recommends a February 1, 2005 deadline for LVW to file an advice letter establishing a surcredit to refund excess revenues collected pursuant to Res. W-4466.

In 2003, LVW-Sewer experienced an increase in the sewage discharge permit fee imposed by the SWRCB from $1,200 to $5,668.  On May 20, 2004, the SWRCB adopted a new fee schedule, which will result in a $3,375 fee for LVW-Sewer in 2004.  The Division has learned that further restructuring of SWRCB fees is being studied for 2005.  Because the future of the SWRCB fee is uncertain and beyond the control of the utility, the Division recommends that LVW-Sewer be required to establish a balancing account to track these fees.  The current fee, which Division used to develop its recommendation, is listed as an adopted quantity in Appendix H.

LVW-Sewer requested to recover retroactively, through a surcharge, the SWRCB fees imposed in 2003.  There was no memorandum account in place at the time these fees were incurred.  Therefore, these fees cannot be recovered because of the legal prohibition against retroactive ratemaking.  The Division has used the current fee of $3,375 in its recommendation.  

LVW-Sewer’s current rate structure consists of Schedule No. 2E, Flat Rate Effluent Removal Service, and Schedule No. 2, Flat Rate Sewer Service.  Since all rates are flat rates, new rates are calculated by increasing the current rates by the 101.7% revenue increase required.  A comparison of customer bills at present and recommended rates is in Appendix F.   The adopted quantities are shown in Appendix H.

All Class D water companies are authorized by Res.W-4110 to file facilities fees by advice letter (subject to dollar limits by meter size given in Appendix A of that resolution).  The facilities fees for LVW-Water given in Appendix I conform to       Res. W-4110.  There is no set Commission standard for facilities fees for sewer.  In the case of the investment currently required of LVW stockholders, the amount required for a sewer connection is one-half of the amount required for a water connection.  Furthermore, facilities fees are intended to compensate for the incremental impact of a new connection on the amount of plant required; and sewer plant per customer is typically about one-half of water plant per customer.  Therefore, the Division recommends that the base rate for sewer facilities fees be set at one-half of the water facilities fee for a 5/8 x ¾-inch meter and that the facilities fees given in Appendices I and J be adopted and applied to all new services.  Since, these facilities fees would be treated as contributions and apply to everyone, including stockholders, the Division recommends that the stockholders be relieved of the requirement to invest when they request a new connection.  However, since the requirement for the stockholders to invest was enacted by D.93-10-066, Section 1708 of the Public Utilities Code requires that notice of the change and an opportunity to be heard be given to the parties to D.93-10-066.  

Notice and public meeting

A notice of the proposed rate increase was mailed to each customer on              February 27, 2004.  The Division received five letters complaining about the size of the proposed increases.  The utility has responded in writing explaining in detail why the increase is necessary.  An additional customer wrote complaining of service issues at his property.  Staff investigated the complaint and believes that the utility’s response has been adequate.  

A public meeting was held on Tuesday, March 23, 2004.  The Commission representative explained Commission rate-setting procedures.  The Utility’s representatives explained the need for the rate increase.  Fifteen customers attended the meeting and raised the same concerns as the aforementioned letters.  In addition, several customers made the point that the area is comprised mostly of low-income customers who will have difficulty affording the proposed rates.  

Notice was mailed to parties of D.93-10-066 on November 3, 2004, pursuant to Section 1708 of the Public Utilities Code.  No comments were received.    

COMPLIANCE

There are no outstanding Commission orders requiring system improvements.  The utility has been filing its annual reports as required.  

LVW-Water needs to establish a late charge (Schedule No. LC, Late Payment Charge), and update the following tariff rules:  Preliminary Statement; 3, Application for Service; 5, Special Information Required on Forms; 7, Deposits; 9, Rendering and Payment of Bills; 10, Disputed Bills; 11, Discontinuance and Restoration of Service; 21, Fire Protection, and Forms 2, Customer’s Deposit Receipt; and 3, Bill for Service.  

Findings

1. The Division’s recommended summary of earnings for water (Appendix A) and for sewer (Appendix B) are reasonable and should be adopted.  

2. The rates proposed by the Division (Appendices C and D) are reasonable and should be adopted.   

3. The quantities (Appendices G and H) used to develop the Division’s recommendations are reasonable and should be adopted.  

4. LVW-Sewer should be required to file an advice letter with the Water Division, no later than February 1, 2005, to establish a surcredit to refund the excess rates collected pursuant to Res.W-4466.

5. LVW-Water should be required to report the annual quantity of water sold to each customer class as part of their annual report.

6. LVW-Water should be allowed to establish a late charge (Schedule No. LC, Late Payment Charge) as given in Appendix C, page 4 and to file updated versions of tariff the following:  Preliminary Statement; Rules 3, Application for Service; 5, Special Information Required on Forms; 7, Deposits; 9, Rendering and Payment of Bills; 10, Disputed Bills; 11, Discontinuance and Restoration of Service; 21, Fire Protection, and Forms 2, Customer’s Deposit Receipt; and 3, Bill for Service, as supplied by the Water Division.

7. LVW-Water’s flat rate customers should be converted to metered rates by     March 31, 2005.

8. LVW-Sewer should be required to establish a balancing account to track changes in SWRCB fees.

9. The facilities fees for water, set forth in Appendix I, conform to those already approved for all Class D utilities and should be adopted.  The facilities fees for sewer, set forth in Appendix J, are reasonable and should be adopted.  

10. The stockholders should be relieved of the investment requirement associated with new connections, which was initiated in Decision No. 93-10-066, and should be required to contribute facilities fees as set forth in Appendices I and J.

11. The rate increase proposed by the Division is justified and the resulting rates are just and reasonable.  

12. This resolution modifies D.93-10-066 and PU Code 1708 requires that notice of the change and an opportunity to be heard be given to the parties to that decision.  

Therefore it is ordered that:

1. Authority is granted under Public Utilities Code Section 454 for Lewiston Valley Water Company, Inc., Water Service, to file an advice letter incorporating the summary of earnings and the revised schedules attached to this resolution as Appendices A and C, respectively, and incorporating the new schedules attached to this resolution as Appendices I and K, and concurrently cancel its presently effective rate schedules No. 1, General Metered Service; No. 1TP, Metered Trailer Park Service, and No. 2R Residential Flat Rate Service.   Its filing shall comply with General Order 96-A.  The effective date of the revised schedule shall be five days after the date of its filing.  

2. Authority is granted under Public Utilities Code Section 454 for Lewiston Valley Water Company, Inc., Sewer Service, to file an advice letter incorporating the summary of earnings and the revised schedules attached to this resolution as Appendices B and D, respectively, and incorporating the new schedule attached to this resolution as Appendix J, and concurrently cancel its presently effective rate schedules No. 2E, Flat Rate Effluent Removal Service, and No. 2, Flat Rate Sewer Service.   Its filing shall comply with General Order 96-A.  The effective date of the revised schedule shall be five days after the date of its filing.  

3.
Lewiston Valley Water Company, Inc., Water Service, shall file its Schedule LC, Late Payment Charge; Preliminary Statement; Rules 3, Application for Service; 5, Special Information Required on Forms; 7, Deposits; 9, Rendering and Payment of Bills; 10, Disputed Bills; 11, Discontinuance and Restoration of Service; 21, Fire Protection, and Forms 2, Customer’s Deposit Receipt; and 3, Bill for Service, as supplied by the Water Division. 
4.
Lewiston Valley Water Company, Inc., Sewer Service, shall file an advice letter with the Water Division, no later than February 1, 2005, to establish a surcredit to refund the excess rates collected pursuant to Res.W-4466.

5.
Lewiston Valley Water Company, Inc., Water Service, shall report the annual quantity of water sold to each customer class as part of its annual reports.

6.
Lewiston Valley Water Company, Inc., Water Service shall convert all flat rate customers to metered rates by March 31, 2005.

7.
Lewiston Valley Water Company, Inc., Sewer Service shall establish a balancing account for State Water Resource Control Board Fees.

8.
Lewiston Valley Water Company, Inc. stockholders are relieved of the investment requirement associated with new connections, which was initiated in Decision No. 93-10-066, and shall be required to contribute facilities fees as set forth in Appendices I and J.  

9.
This resolution is effective today.

5. The private fire service facilities will include a detector check valve or other similar device acceptable to the utility, which will indicate the use of water. The facilities may be located within the customer’s premises or within public right of way adjacent thereto.  Where located within the premises, the utility and its duly authorized agents shall have the right of ingress to and egress from the premises for all purposes related to said facilities. In the event the installation is solely a private fire hydrant facility, the requirement for a detector check valve or other similar device may be waived.

6. No structure shall be built over the private fire service facilities and the customer shall maintain and safeguard the area occupied by the private fire service facilities from traffic and other hazardous conditions. The customer will be responsible for any damage to the private fire service facilities whether resulting from the use or operation of appliances and facilities on customer’s premises or otherwise.

7. Subject to the approval of the utility, any change in the location or construction of the private fire service facilities as may be requested by public authority or the customer will be made by the utility following payment to the utility of the entire cost of such change.

8. The customer’s installation must be such as to separate effectively the private fire service facilities from that of the customer’s regular domestic water service. Any unauthorized use of water from the private fire service facilities will be charged for at the applicable tariff rates and may be grounds for the utility’s discontinuing private fire service without liability to the utility.

9. There shall be no cross connection between the systems supplied by water through the utility’s private fire service facilities and any other source of supply without the specific approval of the utility. The specific approval, if given, will at least require at the customer’s expense, a special double check valve installation or other backflow prevention device acceptable to the utility. Any unauthorized cross connection may be grounds for immediately discontinuing private fire service without liability to the utility.

10. The utility will supply only such water at such pressure as may be available from time to time as a result of its operation of the system. The customer shall indemnify the utility and save it harmless against any and all claims arising out of service under this schedule and shall further agree to make no claims against the utility for any loss or damage resulting from service under this schedule. Section 774 of the Public Utilities Code limits the liability of the utility resulting from a claim regarding adequacy of pressure or supply for fire protection service.

11. The customer shall be responsible for the periodic testing of any backflow prevention devices as required by public authority or the utility.  Any repair or replacement of such devices or of any other facilities installed to provide private fire service shall be done at the customer’s expense. Any refusal to comply with the above requirements may be grounds for the utility’s discontinuing private fire service without liability to the utility.
