The proposed decision of ALJ John E. Thorson, previously designated as principal hearing officer, has been made available at http://www.cpuc.ca.gov/PUBLISHED/COMMENT_DECISION/48749.htm
on August 23, 2005.  In this decision, the Commission issues a certificate of public convenience and necessity (CPCN) to The Casmite Corporation (Casmite) to operate, as a public utility, an existing water system near the community of Casmalia, Santa Barbara County.  The decision also authorizes initial rates for the water utility and imposes certain sanctions due to Casmite’s operation of a public utility without a CPCN.

If that occurs, the Commission will prepare and mail an agenda for the RDM 10 days before hand.  When an RDM is held, there is a related ex parte communications prohibition period.

When the Commission acts on the proposed decision, it may adopt all or part of it as written, amend or modify it, or set it aside and prepare its own decision.  Only when the Commission acts does the decision become binding on the parties.

Parties to the proceeding may file comments on the proposed decision as provided in Article 19 of the Commission’s “Rules of Practice and Procedure,” accessible on the Commission’s website at  http://www.cpuc.ca.gov/PUBLISHED/RULES PRAC PROC/44887.htm.).

Pursuant to Rule 77.3 opening comments shall not exceed 15 pages.
