The proposed decision of ALJ Brown, previously designated as principal hearing officer, has been made available at http://www.cpuc.ca.gov/PUBLISHED/COMMENT_DECISION/56174.htm
on May 9, 2006.  The proposed decision adopts all provisions of the Joint Settlement Agreement concerning an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity by Pacific Gas and Electric Company to accept, complete construction of, and operate the Contra Costa 8 (CC8) generating facility, except for the Nonbypassable Charge (NBC) provision contained in Paragraph 11.  The Settling Parties propose an NBC for CC8 for the 30-year life of the project.  The Commission does not approve that provision, but instead adopts a 10-year NBC, consistent with Decision 04-12-048.

The proposed decision will not appear on the Commission’s agenda for at least 30 days after the date it is mailed.  The Commission may act then, or it may postpone action until later.  This matter was categorized as ratesetting and is subject to Pub. Util. Code § 1701.3(c).  Pursuant to Resolution ALJ-180, a Ratesetting Deliberative Meeting (RDM) to consider this matter may be held upon the request of any Commissioner.  If that occurs, the Commission will prepare and mail an agenda for the RDM 10 days before hand.  When an RDM is held, there is a related ex parte communications prohibition period.

When the Commission acts on the proposed decision, it may adopt all or part of it as written, amend or modify it, or set it aside and prepare its own decision.  Only when the Commission acts does the decision become binding on the parties.

Parties to the proceeding may file comments on the proposed decision as provided in Article 19 of the Commission’s “Rules of Practice and Procedure,” accessible on the Commission’s website at www.cpuc.ca.gov.  Pursuant to Rule 77.3 opening comments shall not exceed 15 pages.
Comments must be filed with the Commission’s Docket Office.  Comments should be served on parties to this proceeding in accordance with Rules 2.3 and 2.3.1.
