Comments shall focus on factual, legal, or technical errors in the proposed resolution.  Comments, which merely reargue positions taken in the application letter or protests, will be accorded no weight and should not be submitted.  

Late-submitted comments will ordinarily be rejected.  However, in extraordinary circumstances, a request for leave to submit comments late may be filed together with the proposed comments.  An accompanying declaration under penalty of perjury shall be submitted setting forth all the reasons for the late submission.  

Replies to comments may be submitted until November 24, 2003, and shall be limited to identifying misrepresentations of law, fact, or condition of the record contained in the comments of other parties.  Replies shall not exceed three pages in length and shall be submitted and served in the same manner as comments, and shall also be served on all persons who filed opening comments.
