Comments that merely reargue positions taken in the advice letter or protests will be accorded
no weight and are not to be submitted.

Division) on June 4, six days after comments are filed, and shall be limited to identifying
misrepresentations of law or fact contained in the comments of other parties. Replies shall
not exceed five pagesin length, and shall be filed and served as set forth above for comments.
