Complainants request the Commission prohibit SDG&E from imposing additional charges for access to SDG&E poles and rights-of-way (ROW) beyond the pole attachment fee negotiated between Daniels and SDG&E in 1986.  The decision finds that SDG&E may not impose upon Daniels a fee for use of transmission ROW as long as the 1986 pole attachment agreement remains in effect.  If the agreement is terminated, SDG&E may charge a fee for use of its transmission ROW based on actual costs.  SDG&E may calculate a transmission ROW charge as an overhead component of its transmission pole attachment fee according to the methodology proposed by complainants.
