Summary:  On October 16, 2001, Paul Strong on behalf of Poly-Tainer, Inc., met with Cmmr. Brown and Julie Halligan, advisor to Cmmr. Bilas, in two separate meetings in San Francisco.  At the meeting with Julie Halligan also present was Laura Krannawitter, advisor to Cmmr. Duque, and Robert Kinosian, advisor to Cmmr. Lynch.  Participating in both meetings were Daniel Douglass for Poly-Tainer, Inc., James Hedges of Hedges & Liao, LLP, counsel for Durabag Co., David Langer of Langers Juice Co., Inc., Arthur Cohen of Paper Coating Co., Parviz Hassanzadeh of Parter Medical Products, Inc., and Joe Dunn of Wambold Furniture.  Written material (attached to the notice) was used.  Referring to the Resolution E-3707 (Resolution), the parties’ representatives stated that the treatment of economic development rates (EDR) customers has been inconsistent with the Commission’s treatment afforded to I-6 customers under D01-01-056 and D01-04-006.
