	Summary:  On January 30, 2002, Bruce Foster of Southern California Edison Company (Edison) participated in an all-party meeting with Cmmrs. Brown and Lynch in San Francisco.  Also present were David Gamson, advisor to Cmmr. Brown, Robert Kinosian, advisor to Cmmr. Lynch, and Michael Hoover and Anthony Smith, of Edison.  Foster stated that it is crucial that Edison’s return on equity not be reduced below 11.6%.  Foster explained that Incremental Cost Incentive Pricing ratemaking for SONGS must be preserved.  Smith argued that the proposed decision (PD) misstates the Aglet Consumer Alliance (Aglet) proposal with respect to income taxes subjecting both ratepayers and utilities to substantial cost.  Smith noted that while Edison objects to Aglet’s proposal as a deviation from Commission policy, Aglet’s proposal would not violate tax normalization requirements.  Smith stated that Edison urges the Commission to change the PD to conform to Aglet’s proposal and to defer any decision concerning the refund of any net present value resulting from transaction balancing account undercollections to the general rate case proceeding.

	Summary:  On January 30, 2002, Bill Stock, Chief of Regulatory Relations of Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E), participated in an all-party meeting with Cmmr. Brown in San Francisco.  Also present were David Gamson, advisor to Cmmr. Brown, Les Guliasi, Director of Regulatory Relations, and Mark Huffman and Christopher Warner, Attorneys, for PG&E, as well as other parties listed on the sign-in sheet attached to the notice.  Huffman noted that for PG&E there is no possibility of any tax ratemaking issues until the Commission authorizes PG&E to recover its currently unrecovered electric power purchase costs.  Huffman argued that the PD should be modified to not use recorded costs; instead the Commission should adopt the forecasted costs already presented by the utilities.  Huffman also noted that the PD is not clear on how procurement will be handled and suggested that the Commission should defer significant action on procurement until the conclusion of the Procurement Order Instituting Investigation.  Huffman also stated that while PG&E agrees with the PD’s conclusion that it would not be possible to conduct a review of plant Operation and Maintenance (O&M) activities, this conclusion should not be used to disallow some of PG&E’s incurred O&M costs.  Huffman also noted that there are errors in a number of the values used in the PD, as well as omissions of significant issues.  Warner addressed incentive ratemaking for the at Diablo Canyon Power Plant by outlining how that ratemaking has resulted in the plant operation at a very high capacity factor.  Referring to an adjustment to PG&E’s rate of return, Huffman stated that this issue should be fully litigated in the next cost of capital proceedings.
