Also present were Laura Krannawitter and Lynne McGhee, advisors to Cmmr. Duque, Kevin Coughlan, advisor to Cmmr. Peevey, Belinda Gatti, advisor to Cmmr. Brown, Manuel Ramirez, advisor to Cmmr.
