	Summary:  LATE FILED.  On May 21, 2002, David Field, President of Clarus Energy Corporation (Clarus), met with Steven Weissman, advisor to Cmmr. Wood, David Gamson, advisor to Cmmr. Brown, Laura Krannawitter, advisor to Cmmr. Duque, and Aaron Johnson, advisor to Cmmr. Lynch, in four separate meetings in San Francisco.  Also present were Wendy Gumb, Director of Development, and Jose Guzman, attorney, for Clarus.  In the meeting with Steven Weissman also participated Manuel Ramirez, advisor to Cmmr. Wood.
