The Telecommunications Division staff (staff) will conduct a workshop pursuant to Commission Decision (D.) 02-06-072 in Rulemaking 02-02-020.  D.02-06-072 implemented the current acceptable 3% error rate for telephone connections made by predictive dialers (PDs) for which no agent or telemarketer is available to speak to the person called.  By D.02-06-072 the Commission also established related, interim record-keeping requirements.
