Peevey, in San Francisco.  Also present was Joe O’Flanagan, Director, Vice President and Controller, PG&E.  Chaw stated that Cmmr. Lynch’s alternate is unacceptable to PG&E as the alternate would require PG&E to place the Hunters Point Power Plant (HPPP) decommissioning costs in the Transition Cost Balancing Account, while ALJ’s proposed decision would require that these costs be incorporated into PG&E’s general rate case (GRC). 	Summary:  On October 1, 2003, Robert Finkelstein, attorney for The Utility Reform Network (TURN), met with Cmmr. Brown in San Francisco.  Also present were Robert Wullenjohn, advisor to Cmmr. Brown, and Darwin Farrar and Dale Piiru, for the Office of Ratepayer Advocates.  Finkelstein noted that even with the recently announced revisions to the Kennedy/Peevey alternate (KPA), the Lynch/Wood alternate (LWA) was the far better choice of the two.  Finkelstein noted that while the revisions to the KPA slightly improved the tone of that alternate, they were more cosmetic than substantive.  Finkelstein expressed concern that even with the language confirming that service quality would be addressed in Phase 3B, parties would seek to severely limit such Phase 3B issues.  Finkelstein asserted that the LWA has the advantage of emphasizing a comparison of performance under NRF to date versus performance under NRF in the future, rather than a flawed theoretical discussion of the incentives under NRF as compared to cost-of-service ratemaking that appears in the KPA.  Finkelstein noted that this is more consistent with the goal of Phase 3B as to service quality issues; how to improve upon the track record achieved to date under NRF.  Finkelstein also noted that the revisions to the KPA now add two sections and that the LWA is more reasonable outcome by virtue of its omission of the material in these two sections of the KPA and the elimination of any future factual or legal dispute over the assertions made in that material.
