Kolto explained that the FCC’s order does not require the state commissions to revisit their market definition after they have considered the relevant economic and operational criteria in step two.  Kolto noted further that a two-step procedural process would simplify the Commission’s analysis and greatly reduce the burden on all parties and the Commission in terms of the amount of evidence that needs to be considered.  Kolto also explained SBC’s proposal for a two-step batch cut analysis.

	Summary:  On September 29, 2003, Elaine M. Duncan, Vice-President General Counsel, Verizon California Inc. (Verizon), met with Tim Sullivan, advisor to Cmmr. Kennedy, in San Francisco.  Also present was Ed Kolto, General Attorney for SBC.  Written materials (copies attached to the notice) were used.  Parties discussed the process for conducting the nine-month mass market switching phase of the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) Triennial Review case.  Duncan stated that the Triennial Review Order was very clear that state commissions should follow a two-step process in which the markets are defined first and the triggers applied.  Duncan stated further that only in the event triggers are not satisfied is the Commission required to analyze economic and operational impairment in the same markets based on factors enumerated by the FCC, and if the triggers are met, no further analysis is required.
