Also present were Robert Wullenjohn, advisor to Cmmr. Brown, and Michael Yaki, Counsel, representing Verizon.  McCallion expressed disappointment at the proposed decision (PD) on Verizon’s request to recategorize inside wire maintenance from Category II to Category III.  McCallion noted that the Commission has already made a decision that the service is competitive with respect to SBC.
