	Summary:  On December 10, 2003, Brian Cragg, representing Duke Energy North America, LLC and Duke Energy Trading and Marketing, LLC (collectively, “Duke”) spoke with Brian Prusnek, advisor to Cmmr. Kennedy, on the telephone.  Cragg discussed the effects of the backbone-level rate recommended in Cmmr. Peevey’s alternate.  Cragg noted that the backbone-level rate would have detrimental effect on competition among electric generators, and would put Duke at a competitive disadvantage compared to its direct rivals.  Cragg stated that all rates involve some subsidies because of averaging and the role of the Commission is to set rates in the public interest.  Cragg also stated that the backbone level rate creates an incentive for existing customers to duplicate PG&E’s facilities to connect to the backbone.  Cragg described the long-term incentives the backbone-level rate creates regarding the siting of electric generation plants along the backbone and how clustering plants along the backbone would create congestion for electric transmission and would require customers to bear additional costs for upgrades required to move power to the load center.

Also present were David Gamson, and Peter Hanson, advisors to Cmmr. Brown, Robert Kinosian, advisor, Paul Clanon, Director of the Energy Division, and Jeanette Lo, for the Commission.  Clanon stated that under the Proposed Settlement Agreement (SA), PG&E is to reimburse PG&E Corporation for PG&E Corporation’s bankruptcy fees and expenses at shareholder expense.  Clanon stated that the SA is silent as to the treatment of ‘restricted’ cash that becomes unrestricted prior to emergence.  Lo explained that actual cash may or many not exceed projections given a number of factors.  With regard to the Settlement Plan (SP) assumptions regarding 2003 headroom, Lo stated that the SP contemplated a range of headroom.  Clanon stated that PG&E would be creditworthy with the terms of the SA in place.  Clanon explained that attempts to line the Regulatory Asset up with individual costs are futile exercises.  With respect to the Net Present Value (NPV) Comparison of ratepayer costs, Clanon noted that the NPV of the SA and the Modified SA proposed by Cmmr. Brown, appear roughly equivalent, but the SA allows for a larger immediate rate reduction.  With respect to an evidentiary effect at the Bankruptcy Court (BC) of a Commission decision, Edmister noted that any Commission decision would be judicially noticeable.  Edmister explained further that in any BC proceedings interpreting and enforcing the SA, the Commission’s decision would be parole evidence of the Commission intent in entering the SA.
