On November 25, 2003, John Leslie, attorney for School Project for Utility Rate Reduction (SPURR) and Association of bay Area Governments Publicly Owned Energy Resources (ABAG), met with Trina Horner, advisor to Cmmr. Lynch, in San Francisco.  Also present were Michael Rochman, Managing Director of SPURR, and Gerald L. Lahr of ABAG.  Leslie noted that in Resolution G-3339, the Commission stated that it would address permanent allocation of the cost of the El Paso capacity in ‘Phase II’ of this proceeding.  Leslie explained that the record evidence in Phase II showed that PG&E used this El Paso capacity exclusively for its core procurement customers.  Leslie referred to the ALJ’s draft decision (DD) and stated that the Judge’s recommendation to deny a refund to core aggregation customers appears to be a mistake.  Rochman stated that core aggregation customers should be treated exactly like noncore customers with respect to a refund of the El Paso capacity costs.  Lahr asserted that core aggregation customers should not be required to bear the cost of this El Paso capacity.  Leslie requested that the Commission amend the DD to provide for a refund of El Paso costs to core aggregation customers.
