Also present were George Arthur, Council Member and Resources Committee Chair, Louis Denetsosie, Attorney General, John B. Rutherford, Assistant Attorney General, Stanley Pollack, Water Rights Counsel, Peggy Nakai, Legislative Advisor, Gerri Harrison, Legal Advisor to the President, Phil Russell, Deputy Chief of Staff to the President, Dena Jackson, Public Relations Officer for the President, and Mark Fogelman of Steefel, Levitt & Weiss, P.C., outside counsel, for the Navajo Nation.
