	Summary:  LATE FILED.  On May 5, 2004, Michelle Robinson, Vice President of Regulatory Affairs - California, Verizon California Inc. (Verizon), met with Cmmr. Brown in San Francisco.  Robinson discussed Verizon’s view that the Commission’s initial decision to stay its Line Sharing order was appropriate given the ambiguity surrounding the Federal Communications Commission’s Triennial Review order and SBC California’s appeal of the Commission’s own Line Sharing order.  Robinson stated that nothing has changed since the Commission released D04-03-044 and there is no need to rush to vacate that decision as ALJ Reed’s draft decision suggests.  Robinson also stated that despite claims that Covad will go out of business if the Commission does not vacate D04-03-044, Covad has represented before the financial community that it has obtained new revenue opportunities that are independent of the availability of line sharing.
