	Summary:  On September 7, 2004, Jerry Bloom of White & Case LLP, attorneys for the California Cogeneration Council (CCC), met with Pres. Peevey, in San Francisco.  Also present were Raminder Kahlon of the Commission and Lisa Cottle of White & Case LLP.  Bloom and Cottle expressed concern regarding the petition for writ of review that Southern California Edison Company recently filed in the California Court of Appeal.  CCC noted that in the petition Edison seeks to set aside and vacate the Commission’s decisions requiring Edison to sign SO1 contract extensions with existing qualifying facilities.  CCC representatives asked for the Commission’s assistance in defending the decisions. The CCC representatives also explained how important it is for California’s manufacturing and industrial companies to be able to continue operating their existing cogeneration facilities.
