Also present were Trina Horner, Darwin Farrar and Tom Long, advisors, and Anita Garcia, Legal Intern, to Cmmr. Lynch, Eric Eisenman, Chief, Regulatory Relations, Larry Womack, Vice President, Nuclear Services, for PG&E, and David Oatley, Vice President and General Manager of Diablo Canyon Power Plant. Oatley discussed the steam generator replacement process.  Womack described how the steam generators cool the reactor vessel and contrasted the Diablo facility with other types of nuclear reactors employing boiled water reactions.  Womack also described the challenges and solutions the industry has employed in minimizing cracking and wear.  Womack also discussed the maintenance of water quality and the sleeving of the steam generators’ internal tubing to extend the operating life of the equipment.
