Summary: On December 12, 2000, Craig Chancellor of Calpine Corporation ("Calpine") participated in an all-party meeting with Cmmr. Duque in San Francisco.  Also present were Laura Krannawitter, advisor to Cmmr. Duque; ALJ John S. Wong; Richard Myers of Energy Division; Rosalina A. White of Public Advisor Office; Patrick Gileau and Mark Pocta representing the Office of Ratepayer Advocates; Lindsey How-Downing, counsel for Calpine; Edward W. O'Neill of El Paso Natural Gas Company; Michael B. Day representing Wild Goose Storage Inc. and Enron Energy Services, Inc.; Marcel Hawiger of The Utility Reform Network; Norman Pedersen of Southern California Generation Coalition; Gillian Wright and Kimberly Freeman representing Sempra Energy; Rick Morrow and Lad Lorenz representing Southern California Gas Company; Kate Poole of Coalition of California Utility Employees; Tom Beach of Watson Cogeneration; John Leslie of Shell Energy Services; Lulu Weinzimer of California Energy Markets; Mike Hoover of Southern California Edison Company; Edward Poole of State of New Mexico; Brian Cherry of Pacific Gas and Electric Company; Patrick Power of City of Long Beach; Christine Jun of Indicated Producers and Aera Energy; and Karen Lindh representing California Manufacturers and Technology Association and California Industrial Group.
