Tierney and Mara indicated that AREM will oppose Southern California Edison Company’s request that D04-12-048 be modified so as to authorize the utilities to recover so-called ‘stranded costs’ of new generation resource commitments from all customers, and to remove the ten-year limitation on the recovery of stranded costs of new fossil-fuel resources from currently bundled customers that depart utility service in the future.

	Summary:  On January 25, 2005, Dan Richard, Senior Vice President, Public Affairs, Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E), met with Pres. Peevey in San Francisco. Also present were Julie Fitch, advisor to Pres. Peevey, and Fong Wan, Vice President, Power Contracts and Electric Resource Development, and Erik Jacobson, Chief, Regulatory Relations, for PG&E.  Richard stated that PG&E expects to resume its long-term request for offers (RFO) soon. Wan described the bids PG&E has received in its intermediate RFO, indicating that there is a large amount of existing electric supply available at low prices. Richard explained PG&E’s concerns with the asymmetrical initial cost cap mechanism adopted for utility-owned generation (UOG) in the Commission’s recent long-term procurement decision. Richard said that PG&E would prefer cost-of-service ratemaking for UOG. Richard indicated that price adjustments should be permitted for force majeure events for both PPAs and utility-owned resources.
