We conclude that two predecessor companies of Clear World Communications Corporation (Clear World) operated as unauthorized resellers of long distance service in California between the years 1997 and 1999 and were not “agents” of other licensed resellers, and we conclude that the assets of one of these companies were transferred to Clear World without authorization.  Based on penalties assessed in similar cases in the past, we impose a fine of $100,000.  As to Clear World itself, we conclude that while incidents of fraudulent sales of long distance service by some of its telemarketers may have occurred, the evidence is insufficient to show systemic violations by Clear World or its principals.  However, because the record demonstrates inconsistencies in regulatory compliance by this company, we impose additional reporting requirements on Clear World to ensure its continued compliance with requirements of the Public Utilities Code.  This proceeding is closed.

Kennedy, and Aram Shumavon, advisor to Cmmr. Brown, in two separate telephone conversations. Robinson discussed the merits of the CLECs’ and TURN’s motion (Motion) requesting emergency relief from the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) directive barring the addition of new UNE-P lines effective March 11, 2005. Robinson indicated that any Commission order granting the Motion in whole or in part is inappropriate and will not withstand judicial review. During her conversation with Aram Shumavon, Robinson also stated, referring to the transition period for existing and new UNE-P orders, that since the FCC established that very specific transition period, there is no need to look to interconnection agreements for guidance on this point. Additionally, Robinson shared that despite the existence of change of law provisions in many of Verizon’s contracts, this language is rendered moot when the FCC determines that CLECs are not impaired without access to a network element.
