The California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) will hold public meetings to obtain community feedback regarding implementation of an area code overlay for the 310 region in place of an area code split.
Cingular, Nextel, SBC, Sprint, T-Mobile, Verizon, and Verizon Wireless have filed a joint petition with the Commission to modify Commission Decision 00-09-073, which authorizes the North American Numbering Plan Administration to split the 310 area code when the Commission determines that an area code change is necessary due to number exhaust.  The joint carriers request that the Commission modify its decision and adopt a triggered overlay for the 310 area code instead of a split.  The companies propose that the overlay triggers when only six prefixes remain in the 310 area code.  Currently eight prefixes remain.
If an overlay plan is adopted, consumers in the 310 area code would need to dial “1” and then the 10 digits of the telephone number to make a local call.  An overlay plan, however, would allow all business and residential consumers to retain their existing telephone numbers.

Eisenman noted that PG&E and the Office of Ratepayer Advocates have settled on the key principles underpinning the application.
