Jim Harrigan, Director, and Patrick Brown, Manager, Gas Acquisition, Southern California Gas Company (SoCalGas), Gillian Wright, Regulatory Case Manager, and Judy Young, Attorney, Sempra, participated in the meeting by telephone. Brown stated that a handful of suppliers had limited future unsecured gas purchases. Peck suggested that these credit demands could be tied to the emergency application Pacific Gas and Electric Gas Company filed requesting to order SoCalGas to provide mutual assistance. Harrigan explained that, should the Commission order SoCalGas to supply gas to PG&E, that would require SoCalGas to increase its credit exposure, which could prompt further credit assurance demands beyond what SoCalGas can provide. Young emphasized that, because approval of PG&E’s application would jeopardize gas purchases for SoCalGas core customers, SoCalGas would be unable to purchase gas for resale. Harrigan reiterated that PG&E has other options and urged the Commission to consider partial non-core diversion.
