Levin explained why Level 3 had requested hearings and cross-examination in this case. Levin also stated that Level 3 did not agree with the Assigned Commissioner’s ruling regarding the denial of a hearing and the applicability of Sections 854(b) and (c) of the Public Utilities Code. Levin stated that under Sections 854(a) applying Section 854(c)(1)-(8) as well as 854(d), the Commission nevertheless has ample authority to impose conditions on the merger as recommended by Level 3.

	Summary:  On September 27, 2005, William P. Hunt, II of Level 3 Communications, LLC (Level 3), met with Kelly Hymes, advisor to Cmmr. Grueneich, and Lester Wong, advisor to Cmmr. Peevey, in two separate meetings in San Francisco. Also present were Ron Vidal of Level 3 and Richard H. Levin, counsel to Level 3. Written materials, used during the meetings, containing confidential information are filed under seal and are subject to confidentiality agreements in this matter. Redacted version of the materials is attached to the notice. Vidal described the necessity of access to special access facilities of Verizon and MCI for Level 3 to provide services. Hunt explained that the cumulative effect of the two major merger proceedings, SBC-AT&T and Verizon-MCI, would be the concentration of control over special access facilities in California in the hands of these merged entities. Hunt described the conditions which are recommended in Level 3 Exhibit 1 in this proceeding as possible alternatives to divestiture.
