	Summary:  On March 16, 2005, Jeanne Armstrong, of the law firm Goodin MacBride Squeri Ritchie & Day, outside counsel for Wild Goose Storage Inc. (Wild Goose), met with Nilgun Atamturk, advisor to Cmmr. Grueneich, and Rami Kahlon, advisor to Cmmr. Peevey, in two separate meetings in San Francisco. Also present was Jason Dubchak, Senior Counsel for Wild Goose. Dubchak referred to Pacific Gas and Electric Company’s (PG&E) proposal to apply its current credit policy to participants in PG&E’s request for offers (RFOs) for core storage service and stated that there were three potential participants – Wild Goose, Lodi Gas Storage, LLC (Lodi) and California Gas Transmission (CGT) (as division of PG&E). Dubchak explained that application of PG&E’s credit policy would result in Wild Goose and Lodi being saddled with providing large credit assurances, while CGT would not have such obligation. Dubchak stated that Wild Goose and Lodi would have two options: building the cost of such assurances into their bids, thereby assuring that CGT would win the RFO, or trying to wear the costs of the credit in their bottom line, making the transaction uneconomic and again CGT would, by default win the RFO. Armstrong explained that the level of credit assurance which PG&E was asking was out of line with the risk the core would be undertaking and that Wild Goose already had adequate provisions in its tariff to cover whatever service risk the core might have. Finally, Dubchak noted that Wild Goose had put forth a credit proposal which would result in the provision of credit assurance to cover a reasonable service risk.

Also present were Nilgun Atamturk, advisor to Cmmr. Grueneich, July Fitch, Director of the Division of Strategic Planning, Sean Gallagher, Director of the Energy Division, and Billy Blattner, CPUC Relations Manager, and Ed Fong, Director of Customer Operations, for SDG&E. Written material (attached to the notice) was used. Lorenz stated that SDG&E is going forward with its Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMI) case. Fong explained that SDG&E’s current AMI schedule and Request for Proposals does not include Broadband over Powerlines (BPL) technology for AMI communications. Fong stated that SDG&E may propose to incorporate BPL at a later date. Fong added that a substantial part of SDG&E’s AMI business case relies on demand response benefits and that the avoided capacity costs should reflect an appropriate proxy for the SDG&E system and should not be determined in other proceedings.
