	Summary:  On November 16, 2006, Susie Berlin, counsel for the Northern California Power Agency, had a telephonic conference with Belinda Gatti, advisor to Cmmr. Brown. Also participating were Andrew Campbell, advisor to Cmmr. Chong, Joy Warren, Senior Staff Attorney, for the Modesto Irrigation District, Jem Brown, Assistant General Manager, Energy Resources, Business and Resource Planning, Merced Irrigation District and Dan Carroll, counsel for Merced and Modesto Irrigation Districts. The parties discussed draft resolution E-3999 (draft resolution). Berlin emphasized that the publicly owned utilities (POUs) are looking for resolution of the billing and collection issue, but want to insure that what is finally adopted is both legal and practicable. Carroll commended the draft resolution's conclusion that Pacific Gas and Electric Company could not terminate natural gas service to POU customers that may fail to pay the cost responsibility surcharge. Carroll and Warren explained why the draft resolution fails to properly address a "New Party" or "Change of Party". Carroll also noted that the draft resolution should be clarified to address the fact that customer usage information is not the property of the POU.

	Summary:  On November 16, 2006, Regina DeAngelis, counsel for the Division of Ratepayer Advocates (DRA), met with Andrew Schwartz, Advisor to Cmmr. Peevey, in San Francisco. DeAngelis indicated that it was unclear from the Application whether Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E) had sufficiently researched in-state options for meeting renewable procurement targets and expressed DRA's concern that in-state options should be reviewed first before turning to more remote locations for the procurement of renewables. DeAngelis also noted that, to the extent that PG&E's proposed study has merit, a governmental agency may be better able to perform the study in a comprehensive and independent manner.
