The ALJ Division has prepared Resolution ALJ-202 for the next Commission Agenda.  This resolution extends the pilot program established in Resolution ALJ-186, which permits the Commission to approve certain transactions involving the transfer or disposition of utility property by advice letter, rather than a formal Section 851 application and Commission decision, for an additional three years.  The Resolution also amends the pilot program in order to reflect amendments to Pub. Util. Code Sections 851 and 853, and the Commission's adoption of General Order 96-B, applicable to advice letters generally.
We may further amend the pilot program in the future, based on our continuing experience with the pilot program and the comments of the parties.

We affirm the determination by Pacific Bell Telephone Company, doing business as AT&T California (AT&T), that the level of revenue is sufficient to support competition at a wire center, and that the wire center is delisted under the Federal Communications Commission’s Triennial Review Remand Order and criteria in Title 47 of the Code of Federal Regulations, Section 51.319*a)(4) and (a)(5), effective as of March 11, 2005, if that determination has not been challenged by the self-certifications of the defendants.  AT&T may remove such wire centers from its list of facilities where it must lease high capacity loops and dedicated transport at unbundled network element (UNE) rates.

As to AT&T determinations that were challenged by the defendants, we deny AT&T’s request for a declaration confirming that those wire centers are delisted, but we grant leave for AT&T to restudy and redesignate those wire centers, effective as of the date of our order today, in accordance with the conclusions we have reached in this decision.
