Grueneich; Zenaida Tapawan-Conway, Supervisor, Energy Efficiency, Energy Division of the CPUC; Tim Drew, Regulatory Analyst, Energy Division of the CPUC; Brad Whitcomb, Vice President, Customer Products and Services of PG&E; Roland Risser, Director, Customer Energy Efficiency of PG&E; Robert McLennon, attorney for PG&E; Anne Smith, Senior Vice President, Customer Services of Sempra Utilities; Mark Gaines, Director, Customer Programs of Sempra Utilities; Lad Lorenz, Vice President, Regulatory Relations of Sempra Utilities; Gene Rodrigues, Director of Energy Efficiency of Southern California Edison Company (SCE); and Lynda Ziegler, Senior Vice President, Customer Service of SCE.
