Fogelman, Jimenez, and Lehtonen discussed the
impediments to Cox’s competing with PacBell. Jimenez explained that Cox would
prefer to resolve its differences with PacBell carrier-to-carrier. Fogelman stated that Cox
and CCTA would be willing to discuss ADR further, but expressed skepticism as to
whether PacBell would ever agree to a set of unprecedented conditions and enforcement
mechanisms that would be adequate to ease CLEC concerns and ensure fair and ongoing
local competition in California.
